False Alarm Fines

Effective July 1, 2005, an Alarm Owner or
Alarm Operator shall be subject to fines, warnings or
revocation of an Alarm Permit depending on the
number of False Alarm Dispatches emitted from an
Alarm System within a twelve-month period based
upon the following schedule:

False Action n Fine

1 On site written notice and warning 0
letter #1

2 On site written notice and warning 0
letter #2

3 On site written notice $45.00

4 On site written notice and warning $90.00

letter
5 On site written notice and $90.00

revocation of permit

In addition, any operator of a non-permitted
alarm system (whether revoked or never acquired) will
be subject to a citation and assessment of a ninety
dollar ($90.00) fine for each False Alarm Dispatch, in
addition to any other fines. The Alarm Administrator
may waive this additional fine for an Alarm System if
the Alarm Owner upgrades the system to incorporate a
CP — 01 compliant Control Panel or some other
electronic means of verification.

Alarm Dispatch Requests, caused by actual
criminal offense or which evidence a criminal attempt
shall not be counted as False Alarm Dispatches

This Ordinance shall take effect on March 15, 2005.
